1. Promoting Mental Health in the
Schools

Changes encompassed in IDEA 2004 combined with the impact
of NCLB have resulted in a revolutionary shift in the objective
of education in the United States. For the first 200+ years of
our country’s existence, the goal was “equality of educational

opportunity.” As a result of recent federal legislation, the goal has

careened in the direction of “equality of educational outcomes.”
This shift poses daunting challenges for the delivery of all
educational services and necessitates a special emphasis on
mental health service delivery. Why? Because the primary test
of any educational system is the employability of its products.

If schools can teach a child how to read, to write, and to do
arithmetic, he or she can probably get a job. If the student can
be taught how to behave and to manage the complex emotional
demands of modern society and the vicissitudes of biology, he
or she may actually keep it. Workshop participants will be
able to describe the data indicating the need for mental
health services to children and youth, the efficacy of
providing such services in schools, and the critical role of
school psychologists in school-based mental health service
provision.

2. Teaching Social and Communication
Skills and Teens with Autism

This workshop will assist teachers, related service personnel,

and clinicians in learning to conduct small groups for
teaching (1) social and communication skills, (2) age
appropriate functional behaviors for recreational and leisure
activities, and (3) independence and self-care skills. The
workshop will focus on a model using typically-developing

peers as part of the small group sessions to serve as models of
appropriate skills, behaviors, and task participation. The session
will describe specific teaching and intervention procedures,

skill lessons, and materials. Examples will be provided for

use in school, home, and community settings. Outcomes from

intervention groups and tools for tracking participant progress will

be included.

3. Embedding Cognitive-Behavioral
Interventions into Classroom

Academic Instruction
One of the greatest challenges for many students with
emotional and behavioral difficulties is learning how to regulate
and manage their own behavior. Educational programming for
many of these students relies heavily upon externally imposed
structures and controls. Thus, when these students leave
school, they often lack the self-management skills needed
to sustain pro-social behavior displayed within their previous
school programs. The presenters will bridge research to
practice, offering participants methods for adapting and
embedding cognitive-behavioral interventions (CBIs) into
academic instruction by teachers and paraprofessionals
in order to address common problems with academic
motivation and engagement; anger and aggression; and
social communication, problem solving, and interactions.

While the format
is lecture based, it is expected that the participants will engage
in dialogue and provide their own expertise in order to enrich the
learning experience.
