1.  Resistance to Change: Overcoming 
Limitations through the Application 
of the 80/20 Principle

Public schools often have organizational structures that form 
barriers for dealing effectively with students’ challenging 
behaviors.   Improving student behavior requires shifting away 
from established paradigms and the impediments they cause.  
Paradigms exist as unquestioned tacit understanding and 
changing them exposes individuals and institutions to risks they 
may not be willing to take.  This presentation exposes the logical 
flaws in the dominant paradigm and common misconceptions for 
managing students’ challenging behaviors.  Resistance to change 
occurs at both institutional and individual levels.  Also presented 
is a method for establishing new paradigms by making use of the 
80/20 principle which states that 80% of efforts result in only 20% 
of outcomes.  The goal is for schools to develop flexibility and 
maximize resources for addressing students’ challenging 
behaviors.

2. Meeting the Needs of Students with 
Behavior Difficulties: Scientifically-

Students with emotional and behavioral disorders (EBD) tend to 
experience moderate to severe academic difficulties that tend to 
worse without tertiary or secondary level prevention.

Scientifically-
based academic and behavioral interventions for students with 
behavioral difficulties will be detailed. The objectives for this 
presentation are: 1) to detail the pathway to developing 
the academic skills of students with EBD; 2) to implement 
the five best practices for improving the responsiveness of 
students with behavioral challenges to secondary and tertiary 
level prevention.

6.  Talking to Adults about FBA: Keeping 
it Simple for Busy Teachers

Functional assessment of behavior can be a complicated, time 
consuming, and arduous task – even when undertaken by a team 
of dedicated experts. Thus, considering it as a realistic process 
for teachers has seemed far too unwieldy to be realistic. This 
session provides a simplified and realistic method of conducting 
a classroom-based FBA and then turning that into an effective 
classroom-based intervention plan. Video-based cases will be 
used to demonstrate the process and participants will have 
opportunities to practice with novel video cases in learning to 
structure and implement a process for both assessment and 
intervention in an efficient manner. Provide participants with 
understanding of and practice with the steps to implementing 
a valid FBA in a manner realistic for classroom teachers.

 7.	Social Skill Development for Students 
with High Functioning Autism 

Autism has been identified as a national health crisis. Social skills 
deficits are key signifiers of ASD and manifest in varying severity 
across the spectrum. The ability of students to function in their 
primary environments and community by acquiring their needs 
and wants with the highest level of independence is the definition 
of social competence. Without targeted interventions designed to 
address the social demands of their natural context, students with 
ASD are likely to exhibit problematic social behavior and become 
increasingly socially withdrawn. Specifically, there is a paucity 
of well-designed social skills interventions that utilize a package 
of research-supported teaching strategies and targeted social 
programming for those with High Functioning Autism or Aspergers 
Syndrome (HFA/AS). This presentation will provide an overview 
of research supported instructional targets as well as specific 
strategies to use toward social skill development for this subgroup.

To provide research based strategies 
matched to HFA instructional targets.
